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IN THE THROES OF PROGRESS

Surprisingly enough, there is only one thing wrong with methods of education
nowadays. Teachers have discovered that the job they have to fill calls for merely
guiding, directing, as distinguished from the imparting of knowledge, or teaching.
In this vein I intend to dwell upon two subjects in particular, mathematics and history.

The main object of the teacher should be to dispel the fear of mathematics. The
execution of this task has no tie-in whatever with availability of material. What is
needed lies imbedded in state of mind, attitude, and a patient, successful enumeration
As if this isn’t enough work already, the porters are responsible for the cleanliness of
the mikvah and the two recreation rooms in the basement.

How about accompanying me just through one day of my present life in the

- dormitory? The big hand on the clock conveniently located in the corridor has just

reached ten minutes of seven when Schubowitz makes absoiutely sure that each of
the three boys in my room has been recalled from dreamland by his cheerful “Good
morning, boys, get up.” At seven o’clock the washroom is occupied by well rested
and refreshed youths. After a hasty washing up period I then hurry to the Beis
Medresh for the morning service. Upon concluding these services, which are con-
ducted by the students themselves, 1 proceed to the spacious dining room for bhreakfast.
A well-balanced and nourishing diet is one of the main prerequisites of an active
mind engaged in the study of Torah.

The bell’s summons at 9 o’clock announces the commencement of the day’s ses-
sions. The Jewish Department is divided into two learning periods, separated by a
50 minute interval for lunch. The text of the Jewish classes consists mainly of Talmud,
along with all its intricate and absorbing commentaries, Bible study and thorough
coverage of Jewish history.

The major part of my afternoon is taken by English classes. Our English Depart-
ment is accredited with a charter issued by the State Education Department, and the
diploma which I will receive upon graduating will be equivalent to that of any high
school in the State of New York. Capable teachers promote an atmosphere of friend-
liness which inspires dilligence and competence in the students, In addition to the
regular courses, we have extra-curricular activities such as essay and oratory contests,

forums and clubs.

At the completion of my English classes, I make my third and last trip to the
dining hall for a well-deserved supper. Then, like most of my friends, I take time
out for recreation and sports. The remainder of my day is taken up by English home-
work and further pursuit of Jewish studies in the study-hall.

This terminates my day’s work, and by this time my only desire is for a good
night’s sleep.

From this brief sketch, one can readily see that the life of a Mesifta student is
both stimulating and pleasant, and every one should certainly take advantage of this
golden opportunity. )
